SHARP FOCUS ON LEARNING: New Parent Pick Up Zones in 2020

It's been Party Central at TBPS again this week, with yet more fun tfimes planned until year's end.

With so much going on, teachers are working hard to help children remain focused on school work as
well. There are a few spots in the school where parents love to gather for a chat, but lately these spofts
have been growing increasingly noisy and busy, distracting children at work during the afternoon
session in particular. If you bring other children into the school, please remember that the same rules
apply as do for TBPS students and that TBSP student learning should not be interrupted. You are
welcome to take your child out to the adventure playground, provided they are supervised, but please
do not allow them to climb frees or to play outside classrooms.

If you usually gather outside 1A or 1/2BF (classroom at the front of the school), this is one spot that has
grown especially noisy. We ask the parents who usually gather there to please move instead to the
COLA when arriving to pick up students, or to the grass area at the front of the school near the LED
sign, on the side away from the classroom, and let your child know where to meet you after school.

Next year, all classroom spaces will be ‘out of bounds’ to parents at Pick-Up time. We have been
working on this idea with the P&C for some time, to improve children’s ability to remain engaged in
their class program during the afternoon. Instead, parents will be asked to go to one of our Parent Pick-
Up Zones. These will be atf the front of the school on the grass, at the back of the school between the
gate and the bike racks and under the old COLA.
